We are very grateful for the years of faithful service Scott Hodgson devoted to the work of our commission, 

and for his service on the Scholarship Committee as well.  We miss Scott very much, and we will never forget 
him!  

The Personnel, Stewardship, and Finance (PSF) Commission has three major areas of responsibility, each 
of which is very important to the vitality of our church.  New members are recruited for the commission based 
on experience and/or training they have in one or more of these areas of responsibility.  They must have been 
active members of the church for some time, and they must be willing to maintain an appropriate degree of 
confidentiality with respect to the work of the commission.    

Personnel 
The PSF Commission acts on behalf of the Session in making decisions and recommendations regarding 

the employment of all paid church staff.  The commission ensures that the church’s personnel policies and pro-
cedures comply with federal and state employment law, maintains contact with employees, conducts periodic 
personnel reviews, and makes recommendations on staff compensation to the Session as part of its prepara-
tion of the church’s annual operating budget.  In cases where another commission exercises functional over-
sight of an employee’s work, the PSF Commission shares the responsibility of supervision with that commis-
sion (e.g., the Facilities and PSF Commissions jointly supervise the church custodian). 

The following key events occurred in the personnel area during 2011: 
¨ In February, the church began paying its employees via direct deposit, with the dual purpose of providing 

a convenience to them and improving the efficiency of the church’s payroll administration.  The transition 
to the new system went smoothly, and the change was received favorably by the staff.  

¨ Following Doris Pederson’s resignation as church organist in May, Laura Wasson was hired as interim 
organist during the summer and as permanent organist in September.  On behalf of the Session and the 
congregation, we thank Doris for her many years of service in the music ministry of our church, and we 
extend a warm welcome to Laura!   

¨ Jackie Wicka was hired to be our new nursery assistant in August after volunteering in the nursery for 
several weeks beforehand – welcome, Jackie! 

¨ Also in August, Amanda Henry joined the staff as Clarence Waters’ assistant in opening and closing the 
church on Sunday mornings.  Welcome, Amanda! 

¨ On August 31st, our church custodian and maintenance technician, John Nygard, had an accident at 
work that resulted in a herniated disc.  Subsequently, John was physically unable to work, other than part
-time for one week during October. In the meantime, he received medical treatment and therapy for his 
injury as well as monthly compensation payments for the time he missed from work, under the auspices 
of the Washington State Department of Labor & Industries.  Unfortunately, by the end of November it had 
become clear that he would not be able to resume his duties, and we reluctantly terminated his employ-
ment in early December.  We thank John for his ten years of service to our church, and we continue to 
pray for his recovery from his injury.  Diane Gibbons, who had been performing the custodial duties on an 
interim basis, was hired to be our new church custodian, and we are very pleased to have her join our 
permanent staff.  Welcome, Diane!        

Stewardship   
Planning and oversight of the annual Stewardship Campaign is a responsibility which the PSF Commission 

takes very seriously, as stewardship pledges are the primary funding source for virtually everything our church 
does, including worship services, outreach ministries, educational programs, fellowship activities, maintenance 
of our building and grounds, and compensation of our talented and dedicated church staff.  Success in stew-
ardship is based on a partnership among Pastor Sue, the Session, and the congregation.  Trust is paramount 
in the relationship between the Session and the congregation in that, as our elected leadership, the Session is 
responsible for ensuring that congregational pledges and other gifts are used wisely in the service of God, our 
church, and our neighbors.  For the past few years, we have placed increased emphasis on tithing in our stew-
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ardship campaigns.  All givers have been asked to increase their giving by at least one percent annually with a 
tithe of ten percent as the ultimate goal.  Even in the midst of difficult economic times, many members and 
friends of the congregation have increased their pledges each year.  The commission appreciates the gener-
ous response of the congregation to the church’s ongoing need for stewardship giving; and we praise God for 
the positive difference this has made within the church, the local community, and far beyond.  
Following are the data for year 2012 pledging units:

Finance 
The PSF Commission is also responsible for overseeing the church’s finance and accounting operations on 

behalf of the Session.  This includes preparation of the annual operating budget in coordination with our sister 
commissions and staff members who have budget management responsibilities; monitoring budget-to-actual 
revenues and expenditures throughout the year; managing the church’s investments; and ensuring that the 
church’s accounting system is thorough, efficient, and transparent.  In accomplishing these tasks, the commis-
sion works closely with the church’s treasurer, Joe Atwood, and financial secretary, Christy Galan.  Commis-
sion members also take the lead in counting and recording the proceeds from the weekly offering on Sunday 
and ensuring that they are deposited into the church’s bank account on Monday. 

As part of our financial management responsibility, we oversee the Scholarship Committee, chaired by 
Arlen Davison; the Endowment Committee, chaired by Mary Ellen Sparks; and the Gifts and Memorials Com-
mittee, chaired by Scott Byrd.  The annual reports of these committees are presented immediately below.  
Summary year-end financial information for 2011, as well as the 2012 operating budget, are included with the 
treasurer’s report on pages 22-24.

Scott Byrd, Emily Weller, Katie Hale, Hanna Webber, and Lauren Picha each received $1,000 Leslie Paul-
son Memorial Scholarships.  Funding sources were the Paulson Endowment Fund and an additional generous 
gift from Chris Paulson, Leslie’s husband.

Church Scholarships.  Funds were provided by Presbyterian Women, individual donations on Mother’s Day, 
and the church endowment fund.

The Endowment Committee was formed in May 1990. Our bylaws direct us to take the dividends and inter-
est on our funds and distribute 30% into missions, 30% into scholarships, and 30% into capital improvements, 
with the remaining 10% allocated to reinvestment. Annual allocations made to the three endowment funds may 
be accumulated year-to-year or spent each year, as needed.

Food Bank : Ralph Cristler and Scott Byrd: Approximately 200 bags of groceries were donated this 
year. Monetary contributions made to the food bank are not tracked by the Deacons, but several people 
frequently donate directly to the food bank. 

Outreach Meals : Anita Dawkins: Forty-four meals were provided to members and friends of the con-
gregation during times of need. If help is needed or if you are willing to prepare and deliver meals, please 
contact Anita Dawkins. 

Visitations : Vanessa Crowe: We have 21 church members and friends of the congregation that our 
Deacons regularly visit, phone or contact by mail. Some receive home nursing care; some are in skilled 
care facilities; some live independently or in assisted living; and some have short-term concerns. We also 
try to honor our over 90-year-olds. 

Prayer Chain : Margery Baker: The 84-member prayer chain ministry has responded to petitions for 
prayer via an estimated 200 e-mail messages. The Deacons appreciate the help Paul Hackett, Phyllis 
Smith, Christy Galan and Mary Briskey contribute. Mary initiates the telephone prayer chain. In addition to 
chairing this committee, Margery is following prayer concerns with written acknowledgements of petitions.  

Cradle Roll : Wanda Hadley: Children, ages three and younger, were acknowledged on special occa-
sions throughout the year. Cards, gifts, and a flower announcing the child’s birth are given. 

Sunshine : Brian Field: Twenty-five Easter lilies, tulips, or azaleas were given to people on the care list 
in April. Twenty-one poinsettias were delivered in December. Greeting cards to accompany these gifts 
were also sent by the Deacons. Christmas gifts of toys, clothing, and food were provided to four families 
who participate in the ECEAP preschool program located at our church. The Deacons are grateful for the 
generous support of the congregation for this wonderful mission. 

Nominating Committee : Margery Baker: Margery is the representative from the Board of Deacons for 
this committee. 

Health Ministries : Mary Briskey and Markie Garrity: Nola Byrd, our parish nurse, heads up this com-
mittee.  Other members include Dr Walt Arthur, Nancy Davison, Gwen Fletcher, Dr. Bill Marsh, and Joyce 
Miller. Gwen Fletcher is leading a care-giver support group; Nola leads the prayer shawl ministry; Bill, 
Walt, and Nola offer blood pressure checks and encourage the listing of medications for our pockets and 
refrigerators. Nurse’s Notes on the bulletin board have covered subjects such as breast cancer aware-
ness and cardiovascular care. Disaster preparedness was discussed and several presentations were of-
fered throughout the community. Notices were posted on the bulletin board. First aid kits have been re-
stocked. This ministry also hosts the remembrance luncheon in December.   

The Deacons promoted and prepared the annual Father’s Day Breakfast on June 19th, which featured 
Lloyd Morgan’s superb pancakes, scrambled eggs, ham, fresh fruit, coffee, juice and plenty of syrup and 
whipped cream to top off the main attraction! Tickets were sold for $5.00 each, with special family rates 
offered. The event earned close to $400. Chef Lloyd Morgan is much appreciated.  

The Deacons also provide The Upper Room, These Days, and Alive Now. The Board of Deacons also 
makes a monthly contribution of $150 to the Puyallup Food Bank and $50 to Love INC.  

We are now offering personal hygiene products that food stamps do not cover. Pastor Sue, Arthalyn 
and Wanda have set up a distribution room. People who need these articles are referred to us through 
Love Inc.
