FROM OUR PASTOR

We are already one quarter of the way through our year of learning and growing in our understanding
of Native Americans and it is time for us to take the next step. You may or may not have heard about
Land Acknowledgement, but it has become a helpful way for churches and other groups to recognize
those whose tribal lands have been taken from them.

We introduced our Land Acknowledgement in worship on March 28, and you can expect to either hear
it or speak it in the various gatherings we have as First Presbyterian Church. It can make us a little
uncomfortable if we are accustomed to thinking about how our church property was owned by charter
member Roderick MacDonald, son-in-law of Ezra Meeker. Mr. Meeker wanted to donate land for the
church, but his son-in law’s parcel was a better option, so another piece of land was given by Meeker to
MacDonald, and the MacDonald property became our church property.

This is a history | have heard and shared over the years. What | have not heard is how the Puyallup
people lived on the land from time immemorial. | have not heard their story because our historical record
as a church only dates back to when non-native settlers held property rights in our area. A lot of history
took place before that, and it is also our history. If we wish to respect our Native American neighbors, we
can do so by sharing a Land Acknowledgement every time we gather. This is something which they would
like us to do, and it is the right thing to do.

Land Acknowledgement
We acknowledge that we are on the traditional homelands of the Puyallup Tribe. The Puyallup
people have lived on and stewarded these lands since the beginning of time, and continue to do
so today. We recognize that this land acknowledgement is one small step toward true allyship and
we commit to uplifting the voices, experiences, and histories of the Indigenous people of this
